Frying Pan Park Needs Our Help

Frying Pan Park is undergoing a re-master planning process where the Park Authority
reexamines the development of the park. The Park Authority is proposing: new
stables, a new maintenance building, relocating the entrance and adding new parking
areas. Additionally, a new visitor center and offices would be relocated to the Chantilly
Bible Church building. Also under consideration are new farm outbuildings and a trail
between Monroe Street and Frying Pan Road. In May of 2002, Steve Symansky
worked hard to ensure that the proposed new stables would be built on the site of the
existing barns, rather than where the Upper Ring is currently located, which would
have interfered with the existing cross country course.

His distraught
dad has owned him for many years and is now unable to care for him due to drastic changes in his circumstances.
Joker is healthy and broke to ride, but suffers from recurrent uveitis, or moonblindness. This has made him a little
defensive and he will needsomeone patient to work with him while he adjusts to his vision loss. But Joker is a good
bonder and especially loves the ladies. He likes apples and carrots and adores being rubbed and brushed. He gets
along well with other horses, though he can be protective of his food. He should not be kept with a bully or strong
alpha horse and will need board fence. Joker is in need of an immediate home, as he cannot stay where he is. He has
about two more weeks at his present home before he must be removed. Both the owner and we feel that he is not a
suitable candidate for relocation to a rescue, unless they have a separate enclosure suitable for blind horses. So he is
asking our assistance in finding a permanent home. His adoptive home will need an enclosure free of obstructions and
ideally, a quiet pasture buddy. His adoption fee is ONLY $100 (to discourage the bad guys). He is up to date on all
vaccinations.
