The longeing clinic was quite a success.  It was attended by members of eight 
different families in our community.  We met at the dressage ring and began with a 
discussion of the principles of longeing.  After defining the various reasons for 
longeing a horse, we talked about some of the problems that might arise.  We also 
discussed concepts for improving the horse's balance and flexibility on the longe.  The 
hula-hoops at the dressage ring are for improving longeing techniques, and 
maintaining a round circle. 
  
After a short break, Grace was brought out to demonstrate some of the techniques we 
had discussed.  She was longed in both directions, both on and off the bit, to 
demonstrate the use and function of the side reins.  Others were invited to try their 
hand at longeing her.  Once she was put away, two other horses were longed who had 
specific problems.  Each person who works with those horses on a regular basis was 
encouraged to work with them on the longe, addressing the specific and individual 
needs of both the rider and the horse. 
  
Everyone who attended the clinic learned something new about longeing in the classic 
way as well as safety and concepts to improve performance.  Refreshments were 
provided by HVRC thanks to Julie Hanson who acted as hostess.  Handouts were 
available to all who attended so they could review the information at their 
convenience.  All in all, it was a huge success.  Thank you to everyone who was 
involved!
