~ Trail Conditions ~

Here are the current trail problems. If anyone knows of more, please let me know. If anyone has cleared any of these,
also let me know and I'll remove them from the list.

1) On the CCT. From the main crossing, follow the CCT to the left away from the creek. The trail winds uphill and
then has a switchback to the right. At the switchback, there is a small - medium tree across the trail. Can go around.
2) Daniels Trail - a small one about 50 yards from the back corner of the Daniels paddock.

3) Daniels Trail crossing of Little Difficult Run - need shovel and pickax to improve the entrance to the crossing.

4) The Burnet Trail just below the ring. Erosion has eaten away at the bank and destroyed the crossing. We may be
able to cut out some of the trees in the creek to change the water flow. The former crossing here has completely
disappeared.

5) There is a pine tree down on the CCT along the Girl Scout Camp. If you go from the jumping ring towards Vale, it is
perhaps 50 yards after you go into the woods from the clearing. Also there is a square wire fence right along the same
trail where it runs by the Mouzavires’ pasture. Some wire clippers could take care of that quickly, since it is
dangerously close to the trail and it would be easy to catch a stirrup on it.

6) Little Difficult Run - CCT. Section between the eroded place and the creek crossing. A number of branches across
the trail but no big trunk.

7) Grizzly Trail - eroded badly on the hill behind Mr. Swan's. Can we do some repairs here?

8) Grizzly Trail - tree leaning across the trail at a very bad spot.

9) Gravel Trail - very large tree across trail between Twin Mill and the Daniels barn

The day camps are for boys and girls ages 5 - 15 years. The overnight camps are for girls ages 8-15. Each weekly
session is limited to a maximum of 14 campers with up to three instructors and one aide as needed. This small, inten-
sive program is designed to give quality riding time to each student as well as instruction on the practical and fun sides
of horse care. Programmed group activity is adjusted to each camper's ability. Mounted lessons will be given twice a
day, along with arts and crafts instruction from a professional artist, demonstrations & lectures on horse care (pulling
manes, clipping, bandaging, etc.), horse management (feeding, grooming, etc.) and theory.

The lessons will typically consist of ring work with emphasis on equitation, forward seat, and basic dressage. Riding
lessons may also involve trail riding, jumping in the cross country field, bareback, or horse games.

Overnight campers will participate in a schooling hunter show on Wednesdays. Students must pay entry fees. The
show fees are usually $10 per class with an average of 3-6 classes.

Overnight campers will arrive on Monday at 9:00am & depart on Friday at 3:00pm. All meals and snack are provided.
Day campers will arrive at 9:00am on Monday - Friday and depart at 2:00pm. Day campers are requested to bring a
brown bag lunch; snacks will be provided.
