Trail Clearing was a success:
Progress was made on many of the trails. One route via Katy Bird is now open again, Fox Lake Trails are OK, the Cross County
Trail is now open and the route from the Cross County Trail around the ridge to the back of the Daniels paddock is now improved.
Thanks to Bill Sherman, Steve Symansky, Stan Langston, Barbie Hamblen, Jerry LaHaie, Amanda LaHaie, Beverly Dickerson,
Paul Pearson, and Randy Kerr, our mountain biking trail partner.
Remaining problem areas:
- Little Difficult Run - washed out areais still impassable and repair will be difficult since in addition to the washout, there isatree
down acrossthe trail at that spot. The tree is high and will be difficult to cut. It is possible to cross both above and below this spot
to go around it. We should post "DETOUR" signs!
- Burnet Trail - below the main crossing and just past the second crossing. Can go around.
- Tree on the Parker trail between the Symanskys and the Bianchis
- Little Difficult Run crossing just behind the Daniels pasture - the creek crossing there appears to be very bad at the bank on the
Danielsside. There is a possible crossing 10 yards down, which had been flagged at one point, but you do have to cut over to it
through the woods before you get to the bank. The bank itself is eroded there, so it is not possible to walk along the bank from the
old crossing to the newer one.

Alternatives:

a) come down by the Daniels barn, cross the bridge, go down Birdfoot, and take the trail there.

b) go behind the Daniels paddock, take the trail off to the right (look for afew flags - had to see at first) that circles around

high on the hill, go to the Cross County Trail, turn left and cross Little Difficult Run.

c) look at the crossing 10 yards further down, but it may not be much better
