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Fairfax4Horses fosters progress toward first public equestrian facility in Fairfax County:  Park Authority allocates $3 mil-

lion to Laurel Hill Park for equestrian center and sports facilities 

FAIRFAX, VA, July 22, 2004—Fairfax4Horses is pleased to announce that the vision of an equestrian center at Laurel 
Hill Park is one step closer to reality. The Fairfax County Park Authority (FCPA) held its final bond workshop on July 14 
and agreed to allocate $3 million for the park as seed money. The money will be used for the preliminary development 
stages of the equestrian center, a planned youth complex, and athletic fields.  

In order for this funding to become available, however, Fairfax County voters will need to approve a $65 million park 
bond on November 2nd.  Fairfax4Horses is working with other groups to encourage support for this bond. 

The Laurel Hill Equestrian Center will provide lessons, therapeutic riding, trail riding, and boarding.  The facility will offer 
affordable options for children and adults seeking the benefits of equestrian activities. Existing buildings at Laurel Hill 
include a barn that may be converted into a stable, offices, and a therapeutic riding ring, and another barn that may be 
renovated as a stable. Adequate pasture is available, and Laurel Hill has a planned network of trails suitable for riding. 
One new indoor arena and several outdoor arenas are planned.  

The facility would be financially self-sustaining once fully operational. An equestrian facility with 50 horses can produce 
over $1 million per year in revenue from lessons, boarding horses, summer camp, and other activities, which will more 
than offset operating expenses. 

Fairfax4Horses had members in attendance at each of six bond workshops, in which the public was invited to observe 
but not permitted to comment directly on the proceedings. These workshops helped highlight the issues and concerns 
of the FCPA and explain the process of prioritizing park projects. In fact, when the weekly bond workshops began in 
late May, Laurel Hill Park as a whole was a recognized as a proposed project but classified as “unfunded” for the fore-
seeable future. The efforts of members and supporters of Fairfax4Horses were very instrumental in obtaining a commit-
ment from FCPA to fund Laurel Hill in the event that the park bond is approved in the November referendum. 

In between bond workshops, Fairfax4Horses members lobbied for funding for the equestrian center at Laurel Hill to 
clarify issues related to the proposed equestrian center project and to state the case for overall funding for Laurel Hill 
Park. A total of 142 supporting letters and emails were sent to the FCPA by members of the equestrian community. The 
efforts of Fairfax4Horses members helped convince the Park Authority that Laurel Hill is a tremendous opportunity and 
deserves assistance to get the proposed projects underway. Fairfax4Horses also stressed the importance of other ex-
isting equestrian facilities at Frying Pan Park and Turner Farm, and explained to FCPA staff and board members the 
differences among them and why each is important. 

The breakdown in funding for the equestrian community is as follows: 

 Laurel Hill Park   $3 million for equestrian center, youth center & athletic fields 
 Frying Pan Park $2 million for four new barns, restroom and parking facilities 

 Turner Farm Park $300,000 for equestrian facilities

Bees Abound 

We have had an unusual number of yellow jacket attacks this summer.  Apparently even the vibration of horses© hooves 
hitting the ground several feet from their ground nest can alert them to come out and defend their territory.  Reported 
attacks have been on the trail leading past the cabin near the lowest Difficult Run Crossing (trail 23 on the map), the 
trail going high around the hill past the Daniels paddock to the Cross County Trail (number 25 on the map), and Saw-
dust Trail (number 7) between Sawdust Road and Difficult Run.  Only in the latter case was the nest actually found and 
thanks to Steve Symansky for spraying it one evening.  Apparently many of the bees just retreated to the furthermost 
corner of the nest and survived the spray, since Steve found them there again at next check.  One suggested solution is 
to pour gasoline down the hole.  (Don©t have to light it, just pour it.) 

Since many of the nests may not be visible from the trail, our only solution for now may be to pass these problem areas 
quickly before the bees attack.  People with known allergies should be the first in the line!
