 After much work by many board members of the HVRC and outside counsel an 
appeal of those violations, filed by HVRC, was upheld and the Zoning 
Administrator’s determination was overturned.  Needless to say, all members of 
the riding club were elated.  The community’s beloved rings are safe from any 
zoning violations and were seen, by the Board of Zoning Appeals, as an asset 
that has had more than 50 years of continuity.�

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Dear Friend of Hunters Valley Riding Club: 
 
Since the Hunters Valley Association (HVA) was first chartered in 1955, the HVA has represented its members in civic 
affairs such as county planning and zoning, the provision of parks, the conservation of natural resources to enhance 
the attractiveness of Hunters Valley as a unique residential area. The Hunters Valley Riding Club (HVRC) has been an 
integral part of these activities extending community involvement to area equestrians of all ages.  Many among us 
believe there is no other community like it.  Thanks go to the Wickens family for their vision of Hunters Valley where 
land would be developed so as to allow a person to “ride a horse through it.”  Likewise, thanks go to Thornton and 
Mary Elizabeth Burnet for their continuance of the spirit of such a vision by providing a perpetual easement for a riding 
ring in Hunters Valley. 
 
Most recently, the HVRC came under fire from the Fairfax County Zoning Administration, which issued a Notice of 
Violation which asserted that the Burnet riding ring, at the end of Hunters Valley Road, was in violation of numerous 
zoning regulations.  It seemed, after more than 50 years of riding and jumping in Hunters Valley, that the riding club 
would lose one of its most precious assets – the jumping ring.  To lose this ring would surely have diminished the 
horse-oriented activity in this community. 
 
To prevent this loss, the HVRC hired attorneys and other professionals to fight for the preservation of the Wickens’ and 
Burnet’s vision.  With their efforts, and those of many volunteers in the community, HVA/HVRC was successful and 
has managed to keep this community’s resource intact and safe.   Unfortunately, in this effort, HVRC operating funds 
have been seriously depleted.  With this in mind, the HVRC is asking for your contribution to help offset these legal 
and professional fees.  We believe that this is a one-time occurrence and that in the coming years we will be able to 
continue re-building our operating fund through our regular membership fees. 
 
The Difficult Run Pony Club (a 501c-3 non-profit organization) Board of Directors has generously set up a special bank 
account through which 100% of your contributions will be passed on to HVRC.  This arrangement was made in order 
to allow your contributions to qualify as a tax-deductible donation.
